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There is no doubt that the purpose of
trade is to achieve profit, not loss, and
this i1s something decided by Islamic
Sharia. However, Sharia did not specify
a specific limit for profit, and left its
achievement to the existence of a
condition of mutual consent between the
seller and the buyer, as it is not
mentioned in the Book of God or the
Sunnah of His Messenger, may God
bless him. He gave evidence of
restricting profit to a certain percentage,
rather he left it free for competition in
accordance with the morals and
tolerance of the Muslim merchant and
the controls of his Sharia.

In this research, I showed that Islamic
jurisprudence permitted commercial
work and encouraged competition in it
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In an effort to reach satisfactory profit
and investment, which has a positive
impact on the state’s economy and its
strength. | explained that this
competition is regulated by Sharia rules
so that the course of competition does
not deviate into something forbidden
and becomes illegal and dishonest
competition. It negatively affects the
seller and the buyer and even the
economy of the entire country, and |
limited my research in mentioning the
rules that control and restrict this free
competition between merchants from the
perspective of Maliki jurisprudence in
particular, and then the rest of the other
schools of thought, if they exist, and the
Impact of those rules on the economic
market...
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
